NONVIOLENT INTERVENTION
Spurs students to solve their own problems.
Within my classroom we had had problems of constant bickering, inappropriate touching, and leaving the bathroom a mess. These small problems usually lead to someone finally going off and ending up in time out. The problems had been escalating over the last two weeks. Instead of taking privileges away, we held a meeting, stated the problems and brainstormed ways to solve the problems or resolve the conflicts.
The students came up with many good ideas. The consequences they set were much tougher than I would have set. We typed problems with the agreed upon consequences, each student signed it and received a copy. As a result, the problems have lessened (though not disappeared) and when students receive a consequence, there is much less complaining and more overall support by the rest of the class.
